Healthy Medicine Centers of Excellence

Brief Descriptions of Projects

Flutterby:

A Center of Excellence in Children’s Care
Victoria’s Flutterby Camp is the first of 5 new types of Children’s Centers planned nationally over the coming decade. These residential clinical camps will serve as places of regeneration and inspiration for children and their families, as well as centers for education and research. The first of these is Flutterby, slated for construction on a tract of land already reviewed near the Grand Canyon in northern Arizona. (The name, Flutterby, is a tribute to the butterfly, a universal symbol of transformation.) Though each camp will only house a relatively small number of children and parents, they will provide a working model of Healthy Medicine Children’s Care for others to study and emulate. 

Dove Health Alliance

Centers for Excellence in Energy Medicine
These centers will be created and operated by the Dove Health Alliance. The first one will be funded by the Center for Healthy Medicine in northern California. Dr. Karl Maret, M.D. has brought together, over the last ten years, a comprehensive collaborative research plan for US academic centers with extensive international outreach.  (Please refer to the proposal of the Dove Health Alliance on page 95 for further information.)

There currently exists a great need for Centers such as this to aid in researching and demonstrating the efficacy of the emerging field of energy medicine. The Dove Alliance proposal for a comprehensive focus on the emerging field of energy medicine will bring to these cutting-edge new therapies a truly scientific approach. This will be necessary in order to establish the effectiveness of what is currently called nonscientific medicine by the AMA. From a United States National Institute of Health publication (altmed.od.nih.gov/news/newsletter/pdf/fall2004.pdf):

Need for CAM Research

“Research in CAM has been seriously hampered by a lack of research infrastructure and funding, lack of research expertise among CAM practitioners, lack of appropriate research models and strategies as well as the skepticism of the conventional scientific community. Whilst CAM may improve health, reduce disease, and reduce health costs, the CAM industry alone cannot be expected to support the research to answer these questions. This is partly because of the lack of financial incentives for industry, and partly because, like mainstream medical research, there is a social responsibility for government to fund such research. There is a huge disparity between public funding for conventional drug research and that for CAM research. Funding by the industry is limited by the fact that [these therapies] are generic and cannot be patented; thus there are no large profits to be made from investments in research as for many new biomedical drugs.” 

This quote makes very clear the need for fully implementing the CHM non-profit plan, so that the funding of CAM and Energy Medicine research can proceed independent of both governmental and private sector limitations.
Hospitals

There will be five national Healthy Medicine hospitals created through the CHM. The model of the initial hospital has been developed by the Gesundheit Institute over the last 25 years, under the supervision of Patch Adams, M.D. (Dr. Adams' life and work have recently gained widespread recognition through the major motion picture Patch, starring Robin Williams.) There will be four additional hospitals established in different areas of the United States. These small hospitals will have cottages for visitors, organic farms, housing for clinic workers, as well as educational, training and other additional support facilities. The CHM perceives that these “new prototype” clinical hospital centers will stimulate projects by other individuals and groups who share a similar vision, furthering such efforts in many other areas of the country. These hospitals have the potential to become an example of how new communities can be created through a collaboration of patients and families, practitioners, and businesses. They will also serve as new type of regional facilities that will collaborate with local Healthy Medicine practitioners and Healthy Medicine Associations as the economic prototype of a new kind of health care. This synergy will help to generate an entirely new climate for the practice of medicine and healing in the United States, inspiring many others to participate.
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
